	Big Stick Diplomacy
(Teddy Roosevelt) 
	-Roosevelt said America should “Speak softly and carry a big stick.”  He meant that the United States would use its influence or threat of war to enforce the Monroe Doctrine or other foreign policy matters.


	Roosevelt Corollary 
(Teddy Roosevelt)
	-The Roosevelt Corollary was added in 1904 to strengthen the Monroe Doctrine.  He said the United States could act as an “international police power” in Latin America and the Western Hemisphere.  He meant that the United States was willing to use military power to protect business interests.

-The United States intervened often in Latin America, for example the U.S. paid off European loans in Santo Domingo and then controlled the country’s finances.

-Roosevelt was afraid that if Latin American Countries couldn’t repay their European debts that Europe would gain power in Latin America.



	Dollar Diplomacy
(W.H. Taft) 
	-President Taft used “Dollar Diplomacy” around the world.  Taft preferred substituting dollars for bullets.  He thought the U.S. should increase investments in other countries to maintain and increase power.  The U.S. government backed loans made by U.S. companies to foreign countries.
-Dollar Diplomacy increased U.S. control in many Latin American countries.



	Moral (Missionary) Diplomacy
(Woodrow Wilson)
	-Woodrow Wilson supported using Moral Diplomacy.  He would only support Latin American Governments that were democratic and supported U.S. Interests.
-Moral Diplomacy was not effective in creating a government in Mexico that ruled according to the principles favored by America.




The Monroe Doctrine:  1823 Statement declaring that North and South America were off limits to further colonization by any European nations.  This supported the independence of all Latin American nations at the time.
